Compulsory courses of one-semester “Chinese History Program” is 16 teaching weeks long with 26
class hours/week. Among them, the language skill courses are 20 class hours/week, including
comprehensive Chinese, Chinese speaking, Chinese listening and Chinese reading; Chinese history
specialized courses 6 hours/week. Besides that, students can select Chinese and culture related
elective courses in the afternoons, such as HSK Level 4, HSK Level 5, HSK Level 6, Business
Chinese, Tai chi, Chinese painting, calligraphy, Guqin, Guzheng, paper cutting, Chinese knot and
facial makeup of Peking opera. Meanwhile, visits and observations of intangible cultural heritage are
included in this program, students can have a deep viewing experience on the sites.
